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Living the Disciple’s Life
Through the season of Pentecost, I am preparing a series of articles about discipleship. In this month’s article (5% in the series) I
explore living a disciple’s life in response to God’s Word.

Living the disciple’s life in response to God’s Word

"But as for you, continue in what you have learned and have firmly believed, knowing from whom you learned it and how from
childhood you have been acquainted with the sacred writings, which are able to make you wise for salvation through faith in
Christ Jesus. All Scripture is breathed out by God and profitable for teaching, for reproof, for correction, and for training in
righteousness, that the man of God may be competent, equipped for every good work” (2 Timothy 3:14-17).

Last month, I wrote of what it is like for a disciple to live in a relationship with God: consciously aware - moment by moment -
that God is present with you. When you become aware of God’s presence, you can’t help but begin to ask questions. Just who is
this one who is with me? What has He done for me? What is He doing with me? What does He want of me and for me? When you
are aware that God Himself has made you His abiding place, that He has established a relationship of love with you as a parent
with a child, it is only natural that you will begin to yearn to know all you can about this One who created you, who died for you,
and who stands with you through all things. But you want more than just to hear what other people have to say about God, you
want to hear from God Himself, the one who is with you. What sense does it make to have your parent standing right beside
you, only to contact an expert on parenting to tell you about your parents. As knowledgeable at such an expert might be, doesn’t
it make more sense to simply turn to your parent and say, ‘Hey Mom! Tell me about yourself.” In the same way, why would we
feel the need to turn to an expert concerning God (pastors and theologians) to learn about God who is with you. This does not
mean that the knowledge and expertise of the pastor or theologian is not valuable or necessary in guiding and directing God’s
children in relationship with Him. But doesn’t it make more sense to simply turn to God who is standing right beside you and say,
‘Hey God! Tell me about yourself.” And wouldn’t you know it, He has. God has breathed His Word so that you may know Him and
knowing Him, you may live in an ever growing knowledge of Him and deepening relationship with Him

"Long ago, at many times and in many ways, God spoke to our fathers by the prophets, but in these last days he has spoken to
us by his Son, whom he appointed the heir of all things, through whom also he created the world. He is the radiance of the glory
of God and the exact imprint of his nature, and he upholds the universe by the word of his power.” (Hebrews 1:1-3).

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Embedded Ministry Student

The Institute of Lutheran Theology has received a request from the dean of the seminary of the Malagasy Lutheran Church (in
Madagascar), Dr. Fabian Lotera, for his daughter, Rasoanambinina Lotera (Bina Lotera), to pursue a Master of Divinity degree with ILT.
For her to do this, she would need to live in that US for the next 3-4 years, studying as a full-time student and embedded in a
congregation where she would learn, grow, and apply what she is learning. In light of my position on the faculty of ILT, my education
in cross-cultural ministries, and experience in English as a second language instruction, Dr. Bielfeldt has asked if I would consider
accepting Bina in an embedded ministry in Badger and Trinity and serving as her mentor pastor.

Bina, is a 30 year old woman and a graduate of Oniversite Katolika eto Madagasikara (The Catholic University of Madagascar) — where
she earned a degree in ecotourism. She is an American citizen, born in Columbus, Ohio and possesses a US passport. Bina would likely
be pursuing her studies at the seminary led by her father, except that the Malagasy Lutheran Church does not at this point ordain
women. So, she is hoping to study here and serve in pastoral ministry (at least for the foreseeable future) here in the US. I would
expect that if Bina were to begin her studies at the beginning of the next academic year, she would need to take up residence here
either late spring or early summer 2019 and would reside here through spring 2023 or 2024.

If we are to answer this call, it will require a significant commitment from the members of Badger and Trinity Lutheran Churches. This
is what would be required of us:

1. A host family who would accept Bina into their home and provide her room and board (with the rest of us committing to assist
them any way we can);

2. Supporting Bina’s financial need of approximately $15,000 annually or $1,250 monthly to cover the cost of tuition, books and
supplies, and a small stipend for her ministry work as an embedded minister in our congregations (though I would work with ILT
to build a broader field of support across our Mission District);

3. A commitment to uphold Bina in prayer and encourage her to learn and grow in her education and apply what she learns in
ministry here with us.

I ask you to pray about this and share with me any questions, thoughts or concerns you might have. If we were to open our
congregations to help this young woman pursue the call upon her heart, we would need to make this commitment together by the end

of this year.
